Jed suddenly became sick Tuesday morning and was obviously in much
distress. I rushed him to the animal clinic, but after an exam, the vet
said he was extremely ill and felt strongly that any treatment would
only briefly prolong the inevitable while Jed continued to suffer. I
had to agree that at Jed's age there was just no point in putting him
through that ordeal. Him being in pain made it (I won't say 'easy', but
'possible') to make what I think was the correct decision. I stayed
with him until the end.

Since I adopted Jed I've always kept this thought in mind: "If I ever
have to answer to Pat Arnold for how I treated one of her dogs, I don't
want anything to be ashamed of." I think I succeeded in that. I hope
she also approves of this final decision.

Jed was a great buddy these last two years and I'm glad to have given
him a retirement home. I'll miss him greatly. He always liked to be
near me so he is being cremated and his ashes will be kept in an
honored spot.
