Unfortunately, the cats were too ill to go under anesthetic and be spayed/neutered. They were 
suffering from upper respiratory symptoms, fleas, and were malnourished. Bonnie and her 
tech gave them antibiotic shots, vitamin shots, food and water at the clinic that evening, and 
throughout the next two days. I made a call to the SPCA to find out if they would be able to 
take in the cats as they could not be returned into this situation where obviously the folks 
could not afford to take care of the animals.
